There, our 
farmers inspect the eggs and 
pack them into trays. For some 
farms, this is a high-tech setup 
with automation. For others, it’s 
a more traditional process, with 
each egg packed carefully by hand. 

No matter the system, one thing 
remains true for most farms: 
the egg room is usually a family 
affair. Parents, children, nieces, 
nephews, you name it — everyone 
pitches in, turning a daily routine 
into something meaningful. 

Once collected, the eggs journey 
to Egg Central Station, where 
our crew washes and packs 
them into…(you guessed it!)… 
that very carton you’re holding 
right now.
